What's the weather like in Nauvoo?

Nauvoo experiences all four seasons, and each
brings its own unique weather challenges.
Read our tips below to plan what to wear and
bring:

Spring — Wet but warm. Temperatures rise into
the 50s and 60s, with lows around freezing.
Expect a mix of snow transitioning to rain.
Layers are key for staying comfortable during
the fluctuating weather.

Summer — Hot and humid! The heat combined
with high humidity can make Nauvoo feel even
warmer. Average temperatures are in the mid-
80s, with lows in the 60s. Humidity can reach
100%, so be prepared for the heat and keep an
eye on heat advisories.

Fall - Warm and cool. Fall days in Nauvoo are
simply beautiful, but temperatures can vary
widely. Highs often reach the 80s, while lows
can dip into the 40s. Sometimes, this happens
on the same day, so layers are essentiall

Winter — Cold and snowy. Expect lows around
19°F and highs around 35°F, though
temperatures may fluctuate. Dress warmly,
and be ready for possible winter weather
delays or cancellations.

One of the most common comments from visitors

to Nauvoo is about the variety of bugs! The local
insect population can be surprising if you're not
used to it. The most unusual of these bugs is the
mayfly. These short-lived, messy insects appear in
large numbers a couple of times a year, typically in
the summer. They only live for one day, but during
their brief appearance, they are everywhere.
Though they can appear overwhelming, they are
completely harmless.

In the summer, mosquitoes are prevalent, and,
after dark, it's recommmended to use bug spray.
During the day, you may also encounter biting
gnats. These are repelled by vanilla or specialized
gnat sprays; regular bug spray doesn't deter them.

And don't forget about chiggers, which live in
grassy areas and can cause an itchy rash. If you're
planning a picnic, it's a good idea to use a blanket
and to avoid sitting on the grass for long periods.

But not all bugs are unwelcome! Our favorite is the
lightning bug, or firefly. Watching them light up a
summer evening is pure magic and one of the
most enchanting sights you will experience in
Nauvoo.
