We also proudly feature Kid Vendors, giving young makers and
entrepreneurs the opportunity to operate their own booth, gain hands-on
business experience, and share their creativity with the community.

A special highlight for families is our Power of Produce (POP) Program, which
encourages healthy eating and hands-on learning for kids ages 5-12. Each week,
children receive $2 in tokens to spend on fresh produce, produce-producing
plants, or honey - giving them the chance to make their own food choices while
meeting the farmers who grow it. This popular program not only fosters lifelong
healthy habits but also makes the market a must-visit destination for families all
summer long.

Our Historic Plaque Campaign honors the rich history of Willamette by showcasing the
stories behind significant buildings, places, and activities in the district. Designed in
partnership between our Design Committee and the West Linn Historic Society, these
beautifully crafted plaques serve as lasting tributes to our community’s heritage. Each
plague costs approximately $1,500 and brings the past to life, connecting residents and
visitors to the people and events that shaped our historic district.

Our Interpretive Signage Campaign highlights the larger stories that define Willamette’s
unique history and sense of place. From commemorating significant landmarks like the
Willamette Meteorite to wayfinding signage at Willamette Park that connects visitors to
Main Street, these signs serve as important educational and navigational tools.
Thoughtfully designed to blend history with function, they help residents and visitors
alike discover and appreciate the rich heritage of our community. Approximate cost is
$3,500 - $6,500 depending on content and size.
